10.4 A collection, or part thereof, which was
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already shown in other competitive classes in
an exhibition, cannot be exhibited under
Modern, Frugal, Social, and One-Frame
Classes.

10.5 Exhibitors who will display their material
under each topic of Philatelic Publication will
have to give two copies of that exhibit which
will not be returned to them by the last date of
submission to the organizers. Periodicals will
be based on volumes for a full year. Under
Article section, 10 selected articles have are
to be given under this entry.

10.6  School Collection (a section, a class, and
group exhibits prepared by several school
students)

10.7 A frame exposure that is a new display must
be based on a narrow subject. Previous
international award winning multiple frame (5
to 8 frames) exhibits will not be displayed in a
single frame. The representation of the prizes
will be based on points (from 60 marks to 100
marks).

11. Entry Form

1.1 An entry form is to be filled in triplicate for
each exhibit. A photocopy of the introduction
sheet along with the entry form (first page of
the exhibit indicating the subject of the
exhibit. Each exhibitor is also required to put
up a list of the special items they have
displayed.) If any, those that were not
displayed while attending the previous
exhibition. It has the facility to attach a photo
copy tothem.

Exhibitors participating in Competitive
Category No. 10.2.16 can display only one
exhibit. Apart from this, they cannot
participate in any class falling under Group
No.10.2.2t010.2.15.

It is mandatory to attach the age certificate
with the entry for all the exhibitors coming
under youth category number 10.2.16.
School (Group) exhibitors falling under class
number 10.2.17 will have to attach the
certificate of the Principal of their
School/College along with the entry form.
School/College Group Display 10.2.17 will
have to be forwarded by the school /college to
the group display.

12. Terms & Conditions for Participation

Collectors from Pradesh only can participate
in the competitive category.

Only those entries will be accepted in the
Competitive category, who have won Silver
Medal in serial number 10.2 to 10.2.9 in the
last ten years in District level or Zonal level
exhibition orits equivalent.

It is not necessary that the participants of
serial numbers 10.2.15 to 10.2.16 have
received any award previously.

Exhibits that have not been presented in the
Competitive Category in any postage stamp
exhibition in the past and have never received
the Minimum Achievement Award, but if their
exhibits are of high class, then their exhibits
can be allowed to participate with the consent
of the members of the organizing committee.

Each exhibit should be mounted on A-4 size
plain paper and should be covered with a
transparent plastic cover. They should have
the same page number (on the back side of
the exhibit) and the name and address of the
exhibitor and title of the exhibit should be
written on them.

One participant will be allowed to put only one
type of exhibit under one category. A single
participant will be allowed for a maximum of
two performances. Provided that no such limit
will be fixed for the category number from
10.2.10t0 10.2.15.

Exhibits will be allowed to participate in the
name of the collector only. No one is allowed
to use other's collection by his own name.

To participate in the competition, it is
mandatory for every exhibitor to display their
exhibits of at least two years old, butitis nota
compulsion of the above rule for youth
category and postage stamp publication
category.

To participate in the champion category, it is
necessary to get a gold medal atleast once in
the Circle Level Exhibition in the last ten
years.

Each exhibitor is directed to place the exhibit
as per the above terms/conditions.

Youth Class and Schools/Colleges:- Free
¥300/- per frame for all Senior Class
Category.

Display frames and their presentation-16
pages of A-4 size or 8 pages of A-3 size on
each frame to be displayed with a plastic
sheet corresponding to its display.

15.Transmission and return of Exhibits:

15.1 After the exhibition is over, the exhibits will be
returned to the exhibitors or to the persons
authorized by them. For this, the exhibitors
will present the delivery form in duplicate to
the authorized person. The exhibitors will not
be allowed to remove the exhibits presented
in the exhibition in whole or in part during the
exhibition under any circumstances.

15.2 The exhibits which have not been received
directly by the exhibitors or any person
authorized by them, will be sent through
postal insurance parcel of ¥200/- at the
responsibility of the exhibitors.

15.3 The exhibits can also be returned by post on
the request of the exhibitor, at their own
expense, for which postage and insurance
charges will have to be deposited in
advance.

16. Mounting and Dismounting of exhibits on the

display frames

The work will be done by the Exhibition
Committee. If any exhibitor wishes to mount
and dismount their exhibits themselves, they
will have to give prior written notice to the
Committee. The Exhibition Committee will
reserve the rights to approve.

17. Liability, Security and Insurance:

171 Exhibitors can insure their exhibits for their
own safety.

17.2 The organizers and their employees or the
members of other committees and jury
members etc. in the event, will not be held
responsible for the loss /theft etc. or damage.
However, the security of the exhibition room
will be kept round the clock by the organizers.
The entire exhibition room will also be
insured.

17.3 Signature of the exhibitor on entry form shall
be deemed as a sign of his /her acceptance of
theserules.

The awards for all the states of the
competition category will be determined
under Philately Award Program (IP-PAS) of
the Indian Postal Department.

All the members of the jury will also be
appointed under the Philately Jury Member
Program of India Post.

The members of the jury will submit the award
list along with their report to the organizing
committee. In all cases the decision of the jury
will be final.

Adequate quantity of gold, silver and bronze
medals and diploma awards are available in
the competitive category for the jurisdiction of
the jury. All medals (awards) will be
distributed along with a citation. In addition,
certificates will also be sent to all the
participating contestants.

A UP Governor Rolling Trophy for the best
performance under senior competitive
category and a Chief Postmaster General
trophy for junior competitive category will also
be awarded to the best performance.

In addition to this, private organizations and
privately also, if anyone wants, can present
special trophies / prizes etc. to the organizing
committee in advance without any condition,
the jury members will also include them
according to their decision in the awards to be
given.

All the exhibits under the non-competitive
category will be presented with a memento.

19. Changes and amendments in the rules

Under the jurisdiction of the Department of
Posts / Chief Postmaster General changes
and amendments can be made in all the rules
in whole or in part, if considered necessary,
whenever or wherever he wants, any
objection on which will be unacceptable.

20. Dispute (contradiction):

In any dispute, in any kind of matters, the
decision of the Chief Postmaster General,
Uttar Pradesh Circle, Lucknow will be final,
which shall be mandatory to be accepted by
all. Apart from this, any case will be valid for
decision only in Lucknow court.
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
